Our work in India 
 
March 2006 Trip 

� 16 new wells in 4 villages 
� Automated pumping system to supply 

clean drinking water to school 
� Solar-powered “street” lamp to allow 

net repair and teaching at night 
� Solar-powered pump and new water 

tank  
 
Planned for 2006 / 2007 

� 1.5 km pipe and tanks to bring clean 
water to 4000+ villagers (July ’06) 

� 23 houses and supporting sanitation 
and drinking water facilities (April ’07) 

 
 
 

EWB-USA The people of the Prakasam District of India are still 
struggling to recover from the 2004 tsunami.  The disaster 
ruined most of their fishing boats and nets – robbing entire 
communities of their livelihoods.  Worse still, the wave 
polluted much of their drinking water and destroyed many 
of their homes. 
 
Engineers without Borders-USA was approached by the 
Society for Development of Women and Children 
(SDWRC) in India to assist 45 fishing villages in the region.  
We are focused on rebuilding their homes and on providing 
the villages with clean water and proper sanitation.  This 
project is a joint effort between the Texas, California, and 
Massachusetts professional chapters of EWB-USA. 
 
During the March 2006 trip, the North Texas, Houston, and 
San Francisco chapters built fourteen hand-pump wells, 
two automated pumping stations, and a community ‘street’ 
lamp.  Our future work will include: 
 

1. Providing a source of drinking water and 
establishing a water quality monitoring program 

2. Developing proper sanitation facilities 
3. Rebuilding homes and community centers.
